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From the Pastor’s Desk . . .

“Unless the LORD builds the house, they labor in vain who build it.”
Psalm 127:1

As many may be aware, in March 2009 my younger daughter Jessica and I spent a week in
La Ceiba, Honduras helping to build a block home for a family in need. We worked with
other Lutherans from all over the United States under the auspices of Thrivent Builds for
Habitat for Humanity. It was a very meaningful experience and service project for us.

Now our congregation is one of the Lower Bucks Lutheran churches that are sponsoring a build in Bristol
Township under the same Thrivent/Habitat program. Already individuals and a work group from Advent
have been on site doing framing, pouring concrete footings, etc. The two-story frame house is moving
forward, largely on schedule. There are still dates available, especially if you have some construction skills
and experience. We will be taking a group of eight persons on Saturday, July 10 to do a day of painting and
landscaping. If you can help, please sign up on the narthex.

As one of the sponsoring congregations, we also have to do our part to help reach the over $14,000 that need
to be raised in local funds (10% of the actual building costs). There is a display in the narthex. To date, we
have received about $100 in offerings towards our congregational goal of $700.

We understand the challenge given the economy as a whole. Also, we at Advent this spring have been very
generous in contributing to a variety of causes including the mission trip to the Dominican Republic, Baby
Manna, Lutheran Charities Appeal, Lutheran Relief, and the personal care items drive. As we enter these
summer months, though, we would like to challenge you to think about the possibility of donating any of the
following to the build:

$10 to purchase a box of nails $200 to purchase a front door
$35 to paint a room $300 to purchase lighting
$50 to purchase a kitchen sink $400 to purchase flooring
$75 to purchase a toilet $500 to purchase carpeting

$100 to purchase a bedroom window $1,500 to purchase shingles
$150 to purchase a front window $2000 to purchase appliances

A further way to help is to participate in a Dog Walk on Saturday, June 19 at 9:30 am at the Eco Center at
Tyler Park off of Newtown-Richboro Road. A several mile long route will be marked off and you can walk
all or part of it. We will be requesting a $10 donation that will go toward the Thrivent/Habitat Build. You
can leisurely walk your dog. In similar events, some people just donate and walk without a pet. We will
need a person certified in first aid to be available near the check-in area and a few people to be along the
route. Speak with Dennis Moore, Audrey Savchuck, or me for more information. An added bonus is that at
11:00 am we will have a drawing from among the registrants to win a $50, $25, or $10 certificate to
PetSmart.

In addition to he financial need and actual need for workers, we need the spiritual support in prayer that “the
LORD build the house”. How wonderful it was on May 2 when we had the “Blessing of the Boards” at
worship and members wrote prayers and blessings on 2 x 4’s that were then incorporated into the actual

construction. We hope to finish the build by August. By your support financially, through
donations of time & skilled labor, and through prayer, indeed the Lord will build the house.
